More and more people began to listen to pop music then before. The Beatles were created in 1962. During the 1960s the Beatles were at the high of their glory: newspaper headlines, films and world-tours. Their new style of singing and their unusual haircuts immediately become the latest fashion.

Teacher: Tell me who are the members of the group? What are their names?

Ps: John Lennon, Paul McCartney, George Harrison and Ringo Star

Group 1 George Harrison
Harrison was a popular British songwriter, musician and film producer best known as a member of the Beatles.

Born in Liverpool, England, he first attended school, later on, he attended the Liverpool Institute, a "smart school", but was regarded as a poor student, and contemporaries described him as someone who would "sit alone in the corner".

In the mid-1950s he met Paul McCartney (also a Liverpool Institute student) and began in February 1958 played lead guitar in the band that then became "The Beatles".

He was often characterized as the "Quiet Beatle", noted for his introspectivemanner and his growing interest in Hinduism.
In the mid 1960s he began playing the sitar, which influenced the sound of "The Beatles" music.

George Harrison was a fluent, inventive and highly accomplished rhythm and lead guitarist.

"Something" is probably Harrison's best-known "Beatles" song

After "The Beatles" split in 1970, George Harrison released a number of albums that were successful.

George Harrison left the world on November 29, 2001 due to cancer on thelungs.

Group 2 Ringo Starr
Richard Starkey, better known by his stage name Ringo Starr, is an English musician, singer-songwriter, and actor who had a worldwide fame as thedrummer for The Beatles.
Ringo was born on 7 July 1940. A sickly child, Starkey spent long time in a hospital. Among his illnesses were a coma caused by appendicitis, a cold which led to pleurisy, and various allergies.
Ringo met The Beatles in Hamburg in October 1960. 
He composed two original songs during his time with The Beatles: Don't Pass Me By and Octopus's Garden.
Ringo's role in The Beatles was an important one, but he was in the backgroundto John Lennon and Paul McCartney.
After the Beatles' broke up, he began a successful solo career which produced eight albums and thirteen singles. He also toured twice with his band, first in America and Japan in 1989 and later in America and Europe in 1992.
Ringo has also done voice-overs for television, movies, and was probably the most famous conductor in the children's television series.

GROUP 3 Sir Paul McCartney
Sir Paul McCartney is a key figure in contemporary culture as a singer, composer, poet, writer, artist, entrepreneur, and holder of more than 3 thousand copyrights. He is in the "Guinness Book of World Records" for most records sold, most covered song, "Yesterday," largest paid audience for a solo concert. He is considered one of the most successful entertainers of all time.
He was born on June 18, 1942, in Liverpool. He has Irish and English ancestry.
He studied music and art, and had a happy childhood with one younger brother, Michael. At age 11, he was one of only four students who passed the 11+ exam, and entered at Liverpool Institute for Boys. There he studied from 1953 to 1960, a and had A level in English and Art.
In July 1957 he met John Lennon.  McCartney impressed Lennon with his mastery of guitar and singing in a variety of styles. He soon joined Lennon's band and became founding member of The Beatles.
He progressed as a lead vocalist and multi-instrumentalist, as well as a singer-songwriter. In addition to singing and songwriting, Paul McCartney played bass guitar, acoustic and electric guitars, piano and keyboards, as well as over 40 other musical instruments.
He continues to write and record music that still delights audiences the world over.
He is one of the most popular entertainers in the world today.

GROUP 4 John Lennon
Pop star, composer, songwriter, and recording artist. John Winston Lennon was born October 9, 1940, in Liverpool, England. He met Paul McCartney in 1957 and invited McCartney to join his music group. They formed the most successful songwriting partnership in musical history.
During the great success of the Beatles, during the 1960s John Lennon was thefigurehead for the group, although the decisions of the group were democratic.
He is best remembered as the founder of the phenomenally successful rock band, The Beatles, which is the best-selling band in history, with sales of over 600 million records worldwide. The band has been awarded six Diamond albums, as well as 24 Multi-Platinum albums, 39 Platinum albums and 45 Gold albums in the United States.
With Paul McCartney he was awarded he Grammy Award for Song of the Year for ‘Michelle’ in 1967.

As a performer, writer or co-writer Lennon has had 25 singles on the US Hot 100 chart.

Lennon left the Beatles in 1969 and later released albums with his wife Yoko Ono.
On December 8, 1980, he was killed by a crazed fan named Mark David Chapman.

The release of "I Want to Hold Your Hand" in 1964 marked the beginning of the phenomenon known as "Beatlemania" in the United States. Beatlemania was the word to describe the reaction of fans all over the world. Their concerts were scenes of mass worship (преклонение), and their records sold in the millions.

4. Развитие навыков говорения.
Teacher: It`s very pity, but the group disbanded in 1970, after the release of their final album,” Let It Be”.
